The thessurus rellects the nabare of the Britdsh Muoseum collections, and was originally set up as an internal reference ool Some areas of my be more specific than otbers, depending on the level of documentation
available, or the size of partioular collections. As with other British Museum thesauri, the Object Names Thesaunes incorporates tbe following types of relatonships amd status indicators:

PT: Proferred Torm, Terms are FT by defaalt

NP Mon:Preferred Torm (terms with no kierarchical relationships but which may have Belated Terms) Examples include alternative spellings. As a nale, Nom-prefermed Terms are not entered in e Object Mame feld, but should be
prosent in the Description fiedd.

BT: Brosd Term (a PT may have mof (han one BT)

WT: Marrow Term (a FT may have more than one NT).

BT: Felabted Torm (4% a nal. terms are rolated to pedard unegpschid associaibans).

TT: Top Terms (e highest lovels of classification).

TE: Temparary Terms (birms awailing discussion by the Working Party and possibe incorporation inte the (hisauris)
Scope Mole: Explanatory notes providing briefl definitsons or clarifying the usage of berms.
